APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Karney moved, seconded by Mr. Colosimo to approve the minutes. Motion unanimously carried.
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ACTION ITEMS:

2023 PROPOSED BUDGET AND RESOLUTION ADOPTION

Mrs. Noga reported the Board received the 2023 Proposed Budget on October 20, 2022. The 2023
Proposed Budget was presented to the Board of Directors and the general public at the November 17
2022, Public Hearing.

Since the November Public Hearing, there have been no changes to the 2023 Proposed Budget.

Final assessed valuation figures for the 2023 tax collection are anticipated to be received from
all counties by December 10, 2022. Staff will then certify the full mill levy by December 15,
2022. This process occurs after approval of the 2023 Budget, staff will adjust the mill

levy tax revenues for the Final 2023 Budget Publication.

All other description regarding the 2023 Budget will be included in the 2023 Adopted Budget Publication.

Mr. Clayton moved, seconded by Mr. Hamel that the Board of Directors adopt Resolution and Order No.
2022-01DF for the 2023 Proposed Budget as presented, and authorize the Budget Officer to make any
necessary adjustments to the stated mill levies and budgeted amounts by December 15, 2022. Motion
carried unanimously.
